 What is Chromata White?
Chromata White is the name given to Breathing Colors’ breakthrough inkjet receptive 
coating (IRC). The inkjet receptive coating of any inkjet product is the most critical 

component in terms of print quality and longevity. Chromata White is special because it achieves  
industry leading print quality but does this without the use of Optical Brightener Agents (OBA’s).  
Chromata  White  is  currently  the  whitest  coating  available  without  OBA’s.

 What are OBA’s?
Optical Brightener Agents (OBA’s) are dyes that absorb light in the UV range and re-emit 
the light in the blue region of the spectrum. In the canvas industry they are commonly

used in the coating to make the canvas appear whiter by counteracting the natural yellowness with
the blue light emitted. The more UV light they are exposed to, the brighter the canvas will appear 
meaning the print will appear di�erent in di�erent light conditions. More seriously though the 
OBA’s have a limited life span and will literally stop working after a certain amount of UV exposure.  
When  this  happens  the  once  bright  white  canvas  will  appear  to  yellow and lighter areas of the  
print  may  be  susceptible  to  colour  shift, reducing the integrity of the print.
